No 6

August 23 & 28, 1876



Treaty No. 6 was entered into at dates in August 
and September 1876 at Fort Carlton, Saskatchewan. 
Two Manitoba First Nations signed its adhesions: 
Mathias Colomb and Marcel Colomb.

“We were the first ones that the 
Creator placed here in our land, 
not anyone else far from here.  
He did not put us in the south, 
not in the north, or the west.  
This is where the Creator put  
us to live.”
